 The Junior Pumpkin Award was awarded to Alivia Stump with her “Treasure from Trash” using corrugated metal 

to form a pumpkin in a basket. 

 Elizabeth Chester, 101, is honored with the Silver Award as the most senior entrant in this year’s Show. She entered 

a small scarecrow using paper. 

Debbie Barber won the Grand Champion Quilt Award with her hand appliqued, hand quilted entry entitled

The Grand Champion Afghan rosette was awarded to Meg Kadunc with a knitted afghan in a deep green.

applique design.
